5. Citation & Reference Style
· Authors must follow IEEE / APA format (as per journal requirement).
· All references must be cited in the text.
· Avoid excessive self-citations.
· DOI should be included wherever available.

6. Figures and Tables
· Must be clearly labeled and numbered.
· Provide captions below figures and above tables.
· High-resolution images (300 dpi minimum).
· Ensure originality or proper permission for reproduced material.

7. Ethical Guidelines

· No plagiarism (Maximum similarity index: 10–15%)
· No duplicate submission
· Proper citation of sources
· Data fabrication and falsification are prohibited
